Purpose

Functions

Officers

There will be a Chairman and Secretary who will hold office for one calendar year.  Each member of the group (five heads of service, a nominated lecturer from each University and the Oncology representative) will be able to vote for the officers. The elections will be carried out at the November meeting.

Meetings

The group will normally meet every two months. Additional meetings may be called as required. There must be a minimum of four members at each meeting. The Secretary and Chair will liaise over the agenda and call for agenda items. Reports, where possible, should be received in advance of meetings. This will highlight areas for discussion and potential agenda items.

The frequency of meetings will be reviewed annually.
Communication

A minute is taken by the Secretary and circulated to all members. Additional communication methods will be used to circulate information more widely.
Invitations

Any appropriate person may be invited to join a meeting for a specific purpose.

Amendments

Amendments to the terms of reference must be agreed by five members, at least one of whom must represent an education establishment.  The terms of reference will be reviewed annually.
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
