COMMUNICATION UPDATE -  None
FINANCE – Nothing to report  
RIGGS –  Annual study Day has been planned for March, a poster will be distributed
AHPfS –  JMcC sent round meeting notes from AHPfs meeting on 6th Dec
· JMcC issued the leaflet that outlined potential advances in practices.  JMcC reiterated to all at the AHPFS meeting that without involving Diagnostics developments could falter.
· JMcC will be active in this work to outline how AHP’s can work within the GP Bid. Chief Health Professions Officer is paying most attention to nurses and JMcC had to push the point that AHP’s can have a massive impact.
· Launching of connecting support document by the Alzheimer’s Dementia Expert Group has highlighted the potential for AHP’s to improve and enhance care and also to work collaboratively to achieve aims of the future.
· Buurtzorg ideals were discussed it is a Dutch project that can improve patient centred care in the community and promoted much discussion. Had to make sure that all AHP groups are considered in order to improve the links between primary and secondary care. All parties recognise the value and necessity of this. 
· Technological advances were also at the forefront. We discussed the importance of image sharing. PACS may well transform into more than just an Image archive.
· The British Dietetics Association to highlight the way in which obesity and malnutrition are impacting on our profession. Scottish Government is looking for comments relating to, should there be an SOR response to this as this will impact our profession. We should perhaps be highlighting what radiographers can do to sign post patients to other AHP’s etc. Advanced Clinical Practice document has just come out and this may be able to link in with this.  JB will take this to UK Council and discuss how to take this forward.
· There is a need to look at the joint colleges CPD statements.
· Elaine Figgins (NES) has started a virtual radiographers group to feed into NES. The aim of these groups is to look at the education needs of Radiographers working in various modalities and outline how NES can support advance practice. A virtual group has been established with representation from each modality. Currently MM, CEH and Fiona Hawke (Borders General), Lorraine Whyte (Beatson). Sam Hendry has expressed an interest from a CT perspective and IH will write to her to confirm this. CEH will as Jacqui Pursey (MRI Practice Educator) to join. We will confirm at the next meeting how Scottish Council will feed into this group and what reporting format it will take. 
STRIF –   LJR will get the minutes and then submit her report. Main points:
· Cancer Strategy – there was announcement of £1.4M funding for staffing. There were bid to be submitted regionally. All radiotherapy Centres are represented on sub group of National Cancer Services group and all bids were submitted there and were approved.

· There was a lot of confusion / discussion around the kind of adjustments that can be made to meet targets.

· Peer review for processes that are being introduced and how clinicians deal with this is being discussed

· There had been discussions around Therapy student placements however it seems the numbers are fine at the moment

· STRF will be reviewing  their terms of reference and communication strategy for the year ahead

UK COUNCIL –  
JB produced a report:

· There is work by Health Education England to develop a Sonography framework which is related to the apprenticeships schemes and direct entry courses and how this is all integrated. Related to the Health Minister is aiming to get Physicians registered and whether this will be through HCPC or GMC. If through HCPC then SOR will use this to gain talks on registering sonographers as a profession. In the meantime the SOR are supporting the voluntary register. 

· SOR will be making a response to the document proposing to reduce the number of regulatory bodies. Looks like there could be 4 groups Medical/dental, HCPC (potentially bringing osteopaths/chiropractors), nurse’s midwives, prescribers / pharmacists. 
· Short paper being produced with top tips for paperless departments in Radiotherapy

· SOR looking to get IRMER (2018) guidance out soon, however not in time for Feb 18. There will be guidance given from the dept. of health. This should be a tweaking rather than treating this as a new 

· All political fund changes have been approved. These changes should be in the handbook by spring time.

· SOR has submitted evidence to the Pay review body. Looking at man power statistics and the effects on standard and living. They are now waiting to hear if they will be given the opportunity to give verbal evidence.

· There were 2 reports from Health Education England – Cancer workforce plan and the first 2 year report of this has been produced and it clearly said that this project is in danger of failing without investing in the workforce. Health Education England then responded to say they will increase the numbers of Diagnostic staff, however in actual fact there is no extra funding. 
STUDENT REPORT
· RB asked about the availability of completing Flying Start and what resources are available. MM thought perhaps this should be an issue for the virtual groups and how this can be implemented by boards.

· RB asked if students can use Learn pro. What happens if you cannot complete this during working time?  CEH advised that time should be used wisely and if any issues are identified discuss this with your manager

· JB reminded that e-Learning for Health modules are accessible to students

· Regulations of Associate Professions will be doing a UK response any comments let MM know any comments.

· QPI update – every cancer patient should have a discussion at MDT. There is a project to ensure that this takes place.
· Shona Robinson has responded and offered a meeting about the Cancer Delivery Group. Richard Evans and Gareth Thomas will meet to discuss this and MM will also attend.

JMcC has asked if there has been mention of advanced practice and the input radiographers can have. MM has said this will form part of the discussions.

· MM asking if anyone wants to attend Scotland Policy Conference on the Cancer strategy. Any interested parties contact MM
· New briefing note from MM is about National Radiology Implementation Programme Group (NRIP - Jim Cannon – director). This outlines the governance structure to this group. ? invite Jim Cannon to talk about the programme and CDS’s and i-refer in order to inform us of the latest developments
· SCIN this has been reviewed and report of what radiographers know about this and looking at how best to include practicing radiographers involved in this.

·  NES are hosting an event on Jan 26th which will include the 3 HEI’s discussing career progression out with radiographer reporting. CT, MRI, U/S, as well as undergraduate courses. 
· Highlighting Fellowship awards

· AHP Operational Measures – looks at data measurements for AHP’s. Diagnostics have this information on their systems already and so we will not have a representative on this group.

· 3rd Student University conference was a great success

· Apprenticeships – if any information about this happening in Scotland let MM know.  SOR heavily involved in England and the development.
