Constituion changes
RMcG informed the group of the changes that are being proposed to the Scottish Council constitution. These are namely:
The composition of Scottish Council - Point 3.2 of Constitution
· It is proposed that an Executive group would be created which would include the Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and Treasurer. This group would meet if required, to liaise on matters with SOR HQ and Professional and National Officers.
· Other members will be reps from : Health & Safety, Oncology, Equalise, STRF, CPD, Student, Learning, Manager, Education, Clinical Effectiveness, IR, plus 3 UK Council members and up to 9 members without portfolio.
· It is proposed that there will now be an AHPfS rep to ensure that there is always SC presence and feedback from these meetings.
· Discussion took place around the idea of a constituency member who would  represent each healthboard, HEI and Radiotherapy Centre. 
Constituency members will be entitled to submit reports from their relevant areas and seek advice from the Scottish Council executive as a point of contact.

 Constituency members will not be entitled to attend meetings of the Scottish Council Executive without prior approval of the executive.

Constituency members can hold executive positions in addition to constituency point of contact role 
These changes were proposed by RMcG and seconded by VR.

Point 4.2 of constitution – Election of members
· Voting will no longer be via a secret ballot. Instead a show of hands will conclude voting at AGM.

· There will be a term of 3 years for each member. After this time the member can seek re-election

Point 7.5 Finance

· The Scottish Council on or before the 31st August each year shall receive a Regional Budget Letter from the Director of Finance and Operations. This letter will request the preparation of Scottish Council’s budget for the next financial year, commencing on 1st October. This information is required to assist the Finance Department with the overall organisational budget and help to identify any funding which may be required. The date in which the budget request should be returned to head office differs each year and will be stated in the Regional Budget Letter.
