It was noted that this is huge undertaking, as this
document is now 5 years old and out of date. We need to take the time to get this document right.

Some of the members felt that
Covid has made the healthcare profession appear more attractive, as lots of students are joining the profession, which is encouraging but there is not enough
clinical staff to train them. Radiographers appear to be burnt out from training and not being able to do their job. Student radiographers need to be more
proactive. Cross sectional anatomy, knowledge is almost non-existent now.
